JAIPUR: The Construction Indus-
try Development Council
(CIDC), set up by the Planning
Commission, is all set to take up
large scale skill development
and training programmes for
construction sectoy.

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training programme. Now, CIDC
will train around 1000 candi-
dates and the programme will
cost the state government R 1
crore.

“We appreciate swift action
taken by the government and
will soon take up the training
prograneme, Moreover, we have
alse proposed the government
to train 20000 construction
workers annually,” PR Swarup,
director general, CIDC told
Hindustan Times,

“The draft proposal is being
vetted by the CS who iz also the
chairman of Rajasthan Mission
on Skill and Livelihoods
(RMoL),a government wing for
skill development,” he added.

The director general said the
CIDC has also offered its train-
ing services to Panchayati Raj
department, which spends near-
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
