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LOOKING at the increasing demand for
people at various levels in the construc-
tion industry, the Construction Industry
Development Couneil (CIDC) has floated a
National Proficiency Evaluation Test
(NPET). For those who are keen to enter
this profession but do not know where to
find job opportunities, this test will work
as a minefield of information.

“As the name suggests, the NPET, will be
grading candidates based on academic
achievements and work experience (for
experienced professionals). After the con-
clusion of the exam, the results will be
declared and the scores of the candidates
will be given to them. In addition to this,
an electronic card detailing the candi-
dates” achievement and other pertinent
details will be issued to the candidates for
ready reference,” informs P R Swarup,
director general, CIDC.

The scores achieved would be valid for a
period of three years from the date of the
test. Should a candidate score a lower
grade in one test, he or she ean appear at
the subsequent tests for better grades after
better preparations.

A nationwide performance list of candi-
dates will be prepared and CIDC would for-
ward the results to prospective employers,
including the ones nominated by the can-
didates themselves. The prospective
employer would include CIDC members,
various construction industry stakehold-
ers and other interested orgamsatmns tak-
ing the total to over 300.

Explaining the reasons behind introduc-
ing this test, he said, “There are many
engineering colleges in far flung areas
such as Madhya Pradesh, West Bengal and
S0 on. Students from these colleges want to
enter into the construction industry but
don’t know how to approach it. While the
industry’s demand for people in the con-
struction industry is increasing, they are
not aware that these colleges exist. CIDC
has merely stepped in to bridge this gap.

The test will give both the industry and
the candidate an idea of the skill-sets and
knowledge needed in the field. The card
will also provide access to the construc-
tion companies about the candidate’s edu-
cational background and work profile
apart from the grades,” he said.

NPET which is scheduled to be conduct-
ed on September 18 this year will be organ-
ised in 10 different centres across coun-
tries to facilitate participation of students
from remote areas in the test. It is con-
ducted for fresh as well as experienced
graduates and the scores achieved will be
valid for a period of three years from the
particular date of test.

Engineering graduates, diploma holders
as well as supervisors are eligible to apply
for the test. Those with Bachelor/Masters’
in management and architecture ¢ can also
appear for the test.

The council will charge a
total of Rs 17,500 as examination fee and
for issuing the electronic card.
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
