PRESS NOTE

Construction Industry Development Council (CIDC) and Canadian Geo Exchange Coalition (CGC) have signed an MoU in order to jointly work for the application of Ground Source Heat Pump (GSHP) System in India. GSHP is utilized for cooling/heating of buildings and uses less electricity for the same, as compared to the conventional heating and Air-conditioning methods. CGS is an association of GSHP providers in Canada. GSHP are being utilized for heating/cooling purpose in Canada, USA, Europe, Korea etc. Considering the energy saving potential of GSHP, this technology has considerable scope of application in India. 
In order to generate awareness of GSHP & highlight the Canadian experience,  CIDC & CGS have organized half day seminars at Mumbai (19 March 2010), Delhi (30 March, 2010), Chennai (7th April,2010) and Kolkata (21st  April, 2010).
